* The key to their deceit is that

they don’t “want” to know




3. The Deceit ¢

* They want everyone to
“doubt” what they believe, so

they are not rebuked by their

consciences!

* They read and study but only

what makes them more

doubtful!




3. The Deceit @)

* They provide questions and no
answers just to silence others’

beliefs!

* The word they hate the most:
“TRUTH”. It judges them and

they chose to close their eyes

so they don’t se;;l_"




“For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth
in unrighteousness, 12 because what may be known of God is
manifest in them, for God has shown it to them.20
